Boiler Safety Talk:
Rob Collins, PE of the BCSA did a presentation on an air receiver in a mill that exploded and took out the floor above. Amazingly, there were no injuries. The company had done NDT on the pressure vessel and was aware of excessive thinning, but did nothing about it.
Rob mentioned:

· Pressure vessels require non-destructive examination

· Pressure vessels in corrosive service require internal examination

· Owners must quality control all purchased services

Examination can be as simple as visual, as complex as radiography and must be done:

· Before use

· Within 12 months

· Thereafter, by schedule

Owners must:

· Give direction (ask about contractor’s quality control manual)

· Review results

· Take action (the part missing in the incident reviewed)

Rob mentioned there was a good section in the WorkSafe Regulation on blanking for inspection.
